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Welcome to you and your toddler!

We believe that your child is a special gift from God.  We want to provide the best love and care possible.  The classroom is a warm, loving and happy place where toddlers can safely explore their world and enjoy themselves.  We are in the business of foundation building.  Our goal is to help each child gain a sense of significance and security, as they are cared for in the classroom and enjoy the loving people they find there.  Their positive experiences help form a strong foundation of trust and attachment that will become a basis of faith.  Children begin to associate God with enjoyable activities and experiences they have each week with loving caregivers who know their needs.  Their consistent experiences of tangible care from their church family “fleshes out” for them the faithful love and regard God has for them as individuals.  

We invite children 19 months to 35 months to join us in the Tiny Turtles’ class  during the Sunday school hour and the Wee Worshipers class during the 11:00 service.  During the 8:30 service, your child would be in the Cozy Caterpillar nursery.

Teachers

The Sunday school class and children’s worship time is staffed by a teacher and 1 to 2 volunteers.  

Separation Anxiety

It is normal for children in this age group to go through various stages of separation anxiety.  We will do all we can to comfort your child during this transition period.  In most cases, crying stops a few moments after you leave.  However, if the child continues to cry for 10 minutes, the parents will be notified.

Volunteering

We encourage parents to volunteer to help in children’s ministries as their schedules permit.  There are many benefits to working with children, including allowing the parent to know more about our children’s program and seeing how children experience and learn about God here at Bright Star United Methodist Church.

Good Heath Guidelines

Young children are very susceptible to colds, flu and other diseases.  We want to help eliminate these concerns as much as possible, so we must ask parents to keep your child at home when you observe the following:


-fever/vomiting


-discharge in or around the eyes


-green or yellow runny nose


-excessive coughing


-diarrhea


-questionable rash


-any communicable disease

If your child becomes ill while in the classroom, you will be notified promptly.  If your child is being treated with an antibiotic, he or she should have received treatment for at least 24 hours.  For your child’s protection, we ask our caregivers to follow these same guidelines.

Parent’s Responsibility

1) Make sure you have completed a registration sheet for your child

2) Attach a nametag sticker to your child and fill in the information on allergies,          

     health alerts, and parent’s location during the service.

3) Label everything with stickers (bottle, sippy cup, pacifier, diaper bag etc).             

     blank stickers and diaper bag tags are available at the check-in table.

Age appropriate snacks and water/juice will be provided during the Sunday school and worship hours.

*If your child has a food allergy or a special need related to food, please notify the nursery caregivers verbally, and in writing, on the child’s nametag and on the registration sheet.
