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Welcome to you and your child!

We believe that your child is a special gift from God.  We want to provide the best love and care possible.  Our goals are to help children learn about God and his great love for them and help to build a strong foundation for faith by:


-developing trusting relationships


-practicing social skills which reflect Christian values


-participating in simple worship through prayer and singing


-hearing and dramatizing Bible stories


-growing in competence and self-esteem


-expressing creativity

We recognize that young children are active learners who need plenty of opportunities to play together and explore God’s creation in a safe, nurturing environment.

We invite children 3-5 years old who have not attended kindergarten to join us in the Wiggly Worms’ class during the Sunday school hour.  Children’s Church, during the 11:00 service, includes the children 3-5 years old as well as those attending kindergarten.  During the 8:30 service, the children are asked to attend the worship service with their parents.  Activity sheets and crayons are available outside the sanctuary in the narthex.  At 11:00, the children will attend the beginning of the service with their parents.  The ministers will announce when it is time for the children to leave (approximately 15 minutes into the service).  Ms. Monie will meet the children at the back of the sanctuary, and Ms. Amy will meet the children in the back of the Junction to take them to children’s church.

Teachers

The Wiggly Worms’ class and Children’s Church is led by a team of adults whose primary purpose is to form warm relationships with the children while sharing the love of Christ through age appropriate, hands on curriculum and activities.

Volunteering

We encourage parents to volunteer to help in children’s ministries as their schedules permit.  There are many benefits to working with children, including allowing the parent to know more about our children’s program and seeing how children experience and learn about God here at Bright Star United Methodist Church.

Good Heath Guidelines

Young children are very susceptible to colds, flu and other diseases.  We want to help eliminate these concerns as much as possible, so we must ask parents to keep your child at home when you observe the following:


-fever/vomiting


-discharge in or around the eyes


-green or yellow runny nose


-excessive coughing


-diarrhea


-questionable rash


-any communicable disease

If your child becomes ill while in the classroom, you will be notified promptly.  If your child is being treated with an antibiotic, he or she should have received treatment for at least 24 hours.  For your child’s protection, we ask our caregivers to follow these same guidelines.

Parent’s Responsibility

1) Make sure you have completed a registration sheet for your child.

2) Attach a nametag sticker to your child and fill in the information on allergies,          

     health alerts, and parent’s location during the service.

Children will gather around tables for a small snack and water during the Sunday school class, and Children’s Church. 

*If your child has a food allergy or a special need related to food, please notify the nursery caregivers verbally and in writing on the child’s nametag and on the registration sheet.
