Each scout will have the opportunity to make pinch pots, a coil pots, slab constructed pots, a thrown bowl that they create on the potter's wheel, tiles made using texture, and stamps. Scouts will also learn about Clay: what it is, proper ways to keep clay, why clay needs to be wedged. The different stages of Clay, green ware, leather hard, bone dry, bisque. Scouts will get to assist with loading and unloading our kiln so they can see firsthand how clay changes with high temperatures.  All registered scouts troops will be combined.  Activities will correspond with both Girl and Boy Scouting Handbook requirements. Each leader is responsible for ordering the badges from their respective scout house.
